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Medunarodna izlozba likovnih umjetnika — sveucilisnih nastavnika

IzloZba otkriva heterogene pristupe umjetnickomu stvaralastvu adresirajuci pritom raznorodne diskurse
kroz koje sudionici, nositelji izlozbe, progovaraju svojim djelima. Mogu¢nosti Citanja i razlaganja izlozenih
djela mnogostruke su, a bogatstvo interpretativnih krugova cini tkanje izlozenih radova zanimljivim.

Osobitost ovogodisnjega izlozbenog susreta likovnih umjetnika, koji uz stvaralastvo na podrudju
vizualnih umjetnosti ostvaruju i vaznu ulogu umjetnickih pedagoga u sustavu visokoga obrazovanija,
odnosi se na format likovnoga djela zadan propozicijama natjecaja kako bi se difuzne poetike i sistemi
promatranja, promisljanja i oblikovanja djela susreli na istoj ravni prostorno ograni¢enoga mjesta koje je
djelu ponudeno. Svodenje jednoga aspekta prostorne prezentacije djela na kvadrat malih dimenzija
zahtjev je s dvostrukim ciljem: odrediti i Stititi intimni karakter djela i omoguciti jasniji pregled raznolikih
silnica koje autori donose svojim ostvarenjima.

Osim navedenoga oblikovnog ogranicenja, djela nisu uvjetovana ni tematski ni konceptualno. Morfoloske,
sadrzajne i kontekstualne osobitosti izlozenih radova jos snaznije dolaze do izrazaja u ujednacenome
formatu djela. Likovnom produkcijom otkrivaju se raznoliki interesi i kriteriji koji umnozeni stvaraju
zanimljiv pejzaz mnogovrsnih mikrosocijalnih i egzistencijalnih odrednica, predstavljeni uz uvazavanje

razli¢itost i neovisnost izrazajnih poetika izlagaca.

Osnovni preduvjet ostvarivanja uspjesne uloge uvoditelja u umjetnicko podrucje studenata, kojiiimajui
nemaju iskustvo susreta s umjetnickim djelom, s obzirom na vrstu perceptivnoga i oblikovnog znanja koje
je potrebno usvojiti tijekom akademskoga obrazovanija, jest iskustveno poznavanje i zivljenje stvaralackog
procesa. Umjetnost u¢imo gledajuci djela i oblikujudi ih, ¢itajuci kodove koje nam prenose — stoga je i ova
izlozba integralnim dijelom procesa poucavanja koji profesori, svaki prema svome senzibilitetu, nude
studentima nadajuci se produktivnoj recepciji.

International exhibition of visual artworks by university professors-visual artists

The exhibition incorporates heterogeneous approaches to artistic creation revealing diverse discourse
through which the participants, exhibition bearers, speak in their works. The possibilities of reading
and analysing the exhibited works are multifaceted, and the wealth of interpretative circles makes the
fabric of the displayed works interesting.

The particularity of this-year’s meeting of visual artists, who, alongside visual-art creation, realise an
important art-pedagogic role in the higher education system, is the format assigned by the
propositions of the competition to empower the encounter of diffuse poetics and systems of
observation, reflection and formation of the works on the same plane of a spatially confined place
offered to the work. The reduction of a single aspect of spatial presentation of the works to a square
of small dimensions is a requirement with a double goal: determine and protect the work’s intimate
character and provide a clearer overview of diverse forces brought to us by their authors.

Apart from the stated limitation regarding form, the works are not conditioned by theme or concept.
The morphological, content and contextual particularities of the exhibited artworks are even more
powerfully expressed in their unified format. Visual art creation reveals diverse interests and criteria
which, by way of multiplication, create an intriguing landscape of manifold microsocial and existential
determinants and are presented with appreciation for the autonomy of individual artworks and
approach to it. The initial limitation underlines the diversity and uniqueness of the participants’
expressive poetics, making it even more visible.

Regarding the knowledge of observing and producing artworks to be acquired in the course of
higher education, experiential cognisance and living the creative process are the basic preconditions
for realising the successful role of introducing the art field to students, who both have and do not
have the experience of encountering art works. We learn art via observing and creating artworks, by
reading the codes they transfer to us —therefore this exhibition also presents an integral part of the
teaching process which professors, each according to one’s sensibility, offer students in the hope of
productive reception.
